Trinity Episcopal School, 2905 Rosborough Springs Road, Marshall, Texas
Directions:
From Highway 80 West: When entering Marshall, take a right on to Loop 390/Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd/TX-154 heading south. Travel 1.8 miles, turn left on to West Pinecrest Drive/TX-43.  Travel 0.9 mile and turn right on to Rosborough Springs Road.  Follow Rosborough Springs Road 0.3 mile (Rosborough Springs Road becomes Bel-Air Street) continue right on Rosborough Springs Road.  Follow Rosborough Springs Road 0.2 mile and the school will be located on your right.
From Highway 59 South: When entering Marshall at theI-20/US-59N interchange, travel 2.6 miles, turn left on to East Pinecrest Drive/TX-43.  Travel 1.4 miles, turn left on to Rosborough Springs Road.  Follow Rosborough Springs Road 0.3 mile (Rosborough Springs Road becomes Bel-Air Street) continue right on Rosborough Springs Road.  Follow Rosborough Springs Road 0.2 mile and the school will be located on your right.
Parking: 
Parking will be available in the parking lot in front of the School, with additional parking on the south side of the building around the gymnasium. 

Facility:
Trinity Episcopal School Pool is a six lane, 25 yard outdoor pool. The pool dept ranges from 3 ½ feet to 12 feet. The facility has no seating available on deck. Lawn chairs (no sharp edges), tents, and coolers are welcome; the gymnasium will be open for seating.
Warm-up:
There will be three 30 minute warm-up sessions conducted in all six lanes. The first 20 minutes of warm-up will be NO DIVING! During the last 10 minutes of warm-up the team may choose to empty their lane for starts.  The meet will start at 9:15 am.

Rules & Regulations:
All rules are set by the East Texas Summer Swim League. Summer League safety guidelines and warm-up procedures will be in effect at this meet. Any damage to the facility will cause the offending swimmer to be held accountable.  Trinity Episcopal School has again been gracious enough to allow our team and the ETSSL the use of their facilities.  In order to ensure that we may continue to utilize this facility in the future, we ask that all persons in attendance at the meet respect the property of Trinity Episcopal School as if it were your own.  If anyone encounters any problems with the facilities during the meet, please notify a member of the Marshall Marlins so that we may take care of it as quickly as possible.  Your help in keeping the facility clean and damage free will be greatly appreciated.
Entry Limit:
Swimmers may swim a maximum of 5 events; one of which must be a relay.  Our additional Event 40A will be our Kayak Relay!  This does not count as one of the swimmers 5 events.  We are planning for 3 heats.  Relays will be 4 x 50, mixed.  Teams must include 1 coach and 3 swimmers of different sexes, 11 years and over.  All Kayakers MUST be able to swim.  No life jackets allowed!  This will be a timed event and ribbons will be awarded!  Kayaks and paddles will be provided.  
Entry Fees:
Entries will be $5.00 per swimmer.  All late entries will be $10.00 per swimmer and accepted up to 30 minutes prior to the start of the meet.  Late entries/on deck entries will only be entered where there is an open lane in an event.  All fees to host teams will be paid prior to the start of the meet.  A $50 fine will be assessed for teams that enter an entire team late.  (Enforced by the host team and supported by the League.)

Heat Sheets:
Heat Sheets will be available before and during the swim meet for $5 each. They will not reflect any late/on deck entries. 
Scoring & Awards:
Ribbons will be awarded to the top 8 swimmers in each time standard of each event. Please note there are no time standards for 6 & under and 15 & over age divisions.  We will try to have awards ready by the end of the swim meet, but please be patient if we are running behind. 
Hospitality:
Snacks and drinks will be offered to anyone helping time or run the swim meet. Our hospitality room is located inside the main school building and will be designated as “COACHES ONLY PLEASE!”  (4 coaches per team) 
Concessions:
Catfish Express (owned by swim team parents Randy and Betsy Cox) will be offering concessions during the swim meet and will be available for coaches, spectators and swimmers.  They will be set up behind the Junior High building which is the building on the south side of the pool deck.  They will be offering coffee, orange juice, Gatorade and soft drinks.  Breakfast will be offered from 7:00 a.m. until 10:00 a.m. and will consist of muffins, Sausage Biscuits or Bacon Biscuits.  Lunch will be offered from 10:00 a.m. until close.  They will be offering Smoked Turkey Sandwiches, Sausage on a Stick, Hamburgers, Nacho’s, French Fries, Chips, Pickle, Watermelon and Freezer Pops.  A menu will be included within the heat sheet.
Timers:
Each team will be responsible for 2 volunteer timers for an appointed lane for the duration of the swim meet. Here are the timing lane assignments.
